
Family Faith Experience for Sunday, March 15th 
Today’s Lesson For 2 Year Olds

BIBLE WORDS: “‘Come and follow me,’ Jesus said.” Matthew 4:19, NIrV  

BOTTOM LINE: Everyone can follow Jesus. 

TODAY’S BIBLE STORY: Matthew The Tax Collector (Matthew 9:9-12) 

FAMILY ACTIVITY #1: COIN COLLECTORS 

Spread 10 objects around your living room. These will be ‘coins.’ Encourage your child(ren) to collect 
the ‘coins’ from the area. (Repeat as desired.) 

WHAT YOU SAY: There are coins all around our living room! Let’s work together to collect all of the 
coins! (Do activity.) Great job! You are great coin collectors. Today in our Bible story, we’re going to hear 
about a coin collector. (Transition to reading the Bible story aloud or playing the video provided for 
today’s Bible story.) 

FAMILY ACTIVITY #2: FOLLOW THE LEADER 

Ask child(ren) to follow you around the house. Feel free to make funny movements as you walk around. 

WHAT YOU SAY: Everyone can follow Jesus! Follow me! (Lead child around the house.) The people 
did not like Matthew because he made bad choices. Then Jesus came and Matthew followed Jesus. 
Then all of the people followed Jesus, too! Everyone can follow Jesus!”

• What are some examples of sins Middle Schoolers 

struggle with? Do you think they feel bad about 
struggling with them? Doing them?  

• What do you do when you feel bad about your sin?  
• How does knowing Jesus died to beat sin for you make 

you feel?  
Week 3: 
DISCUSSION QUESTIONS  
• How does knowing that nothing can defeat Jesus change 

the way you feel about life here on earth?  
• If you believe in Jesus how might knowing you have His 

power living in your change the way you live your life this 
week?
